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Presentation Notes
Safety is and needs to be an important concern for your role of working in homes and the community. The concept of outreach work requires that staff feel comfortable and knowledgeable about the community they are serving. Workers/educators should not feel that their personal safety is being compromised for the program. Although safety should be foremost as programs are provided, staff shouldn’t allow themselves to become so preoccupied with safety that it hinders their ability to provide quality, respectful services.
Planning ahead and being prepared for difficult situations can decrease risks.
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Take any threat of harm or violence
seriously.
