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TANF Block Grant: S16.5 Billion

TANF Fosters economic security and stability for low-income families by
providing states, territories, and tribes with block grants to design and
operate programs to address the program’s 4 broad purposes:

1. Provide assistance to needy families so children may be cared for
in their own homes or in the homes of relatives

2. End dependence of needy parents through job preparation, work,
and marriage

3. Prevent and reduce out-of-wedlock pregnancies
4. Encourage the formation and maintenance of two-parent families

* The American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 created a new section 403(c) of
the Social Security Act

* S1 billion Fund to assist needy families impacted by the COVID-19
pandemic

* Eligible Entities:
e States including the District of Columbia
* Tribes operating a program funded under TANF

* All 5 US territories: Puerto Rico, Virgin Islands, Guam, American
Samoa, and Northern Mariana Islands




Use of PEAF Dollars

*Grantees may use funds through FY 2022 only for certain non-recurrent, short term
(NRST) benefits

*NRST benefits must meet the regulatory definition and be limited to those that fall
into the specific expenditure reporting category mentioned in the legislation

 designed to deal with a specific crisis situation or episode of need
* must not be intended to meet on-going needs
* must not extend beyond four months

* must only include expenditures such as emergency assistance and diversion payments,
emergency housing and short-term homelessness assistance, emergenq{]food aid, short-term
utilities payments, burial assistance, clothing allowances, and back-to-school payments

* may not include tax credits, child care, transportation, or short-term education and training




Who is eligible to receive a PEAF-funded NRST benefit?

*Recipients of PEAF-funded NRSTs must be needy families with children, but
they do not necessarily have to be eligible for TANF cash assistance.

*A grantee has the flexibility to determine what both “family” and “needy”
mean for each NRST benefit and may wish to alter those definitions or to set
a higher standard than it does for TANF cash assistance, such as aligning with
SNAP or Medicaid income eligibility criteria.

*PEAF funded benefits must be designed to address needs arising from the
pandemic.
